
  HIAWATHA LINE 
The first phase of regular service on the 
Hiawatha Line in Minneapolis, Minnesota 
began on June 26th 2004 with the second 
phase opening on 4th December 2004. The 
Hiawatha Line is 12 miles long and is 
operated by the Metro Transit division of 
the Metropolitan Council which is the 
major operator of buses in the area.  
 
The vehicles on the Hiawatha Line were 
manufactured by Bombardier who are the 
global leader in the rail equipment, 
manufacturing and servicing industry. All 
vehicles  operating on  the  Hiawatha Line    
are of low floor design so passengers with 
disabilities and passengers with bicycles 
or pushchairs have no problems boarding 
the train and also for safety reasons the 
maximum speed of the train is 55 miles 
per hour.  
 
There are 17 stations on the Hiawatha 
line  that  are  connecting   the  southern  
suburbs of Bloomington in Hennepin 
County, downtown  Minneapolis, the Mall 
of America, Paul International Airport, 
and many other destinations. Trains on the 
Hiawatha Line operate every 10 minutes 
in basic service and every 7 ½ minutes in 
busy periods.
